YAMASHITA Kikuji “The Hell of Chicken Flock” (1973) 
This work by Yamashita Kikuji (1919-1986) in 1973 conveys a fantastic and fertile satirical image reminiscent of 
the 16th-century painter Hieronymus Bosch. There is no direct expression of anti-authority or anti-discrimination 
that were seen in the collages of the Anti-Emperor System Series of the same period and the War and the Sayama 
Trial, which came a little later. However, in this work, the contemporary “hell” that undermines human society, 
and the fear and sense of crisis about it, are allegorically but definitely expressed in the surrealism style. 
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
